Using ArcMapbook

ÅBook of maps can be a grid 
(a gazetteer) or follow a 
route (e.g. a pipe or road 
route book)

ÅRequires an index shapefile
of polygons to define frame 
of each map page

ÅScale, overlap, and order of 
pages can be specified

ÅLabels, page numbers, and 
an index map can be 
created by the script (some 
quirks here)



USNG as Mapbookindex grid

ÅThe USNG grid system is a 
useful means to define 
the mapbookpages

ÅUSNG grid numbering 
scheme (and truncation) 
makes clear page 
numbers that provide 
location info

ÅMetric scaling of USNG 
makes it simple to create 
mapbooksat nearly any 
scale
