Why Start with the Roberds Lake
\Watershed

it Roberds Lake - placed on 303(d) list of impaired
waters for excess nutrients in 2006

i Hypereutrophic - contains nutrient runoff, algae
blooms, poor water guality, and a dominance of
rough fish and other poor gualities.

it Highly recreated with cabins and resorts



Goals

i Improve water quality by preventing
wastewater from surfacing onto the ground
and entering surface water.

i Improve lake quality for lake goers and the
environment.



Watershed

i The Roberds Lake Watershed perimeters:
Approximately 1.5 miles East &1.5 miles
South of Roberds Lake leading Northerly

to State Hwy #21 & directing West to the
East Shore of Hunt Lake.

i Lake areas contained within the confines

iInclude Roberds, French, Kelly Dudley and
Hunt eastside.
